Please read this section before submitting your application.
General
- Each group will have one day, 9 a.m. –  5 p.m. (with an hour for lunch from 1 p.m. to 2 p.m.) to load in, set up scenery, hang & focus lighting specials, set all cues etc. and rehearse.
 - The head technician for Centaur 1 will supervise all setups, strikes, changeovers and performances.  S/he will operate lights and/or sound as required.
- Each group is expected to provide a stage manager and other running crew as needed. 
- Each group is to provide its own tools, hardware, and anything else required for setup.
- Completed production questionnaires must be returned for consideration of acceptance into the Festival.
Stage
- The stage is 38’-6” wide by 24’-0” deep.  The first 4 feet downstage must be kept clear for fire exits.
- The stage floor is masonite painted black.
- Backstage storage space (this includes scenery storage for shows not being performed) is extremely limited and shared by all groups. 
- A stock lighting plot will be provided.
- A house sound system will be provided
- Rigging possibilities are very limited
